Article 22 of Regulation (EU) No 608/2013 enables the Commission and the customs authorities
of the Member States to share certain data and information available to them with the relevant
authorities in third countries for the purpose of contributing to eliminating international trade in
goods infringing intellectual property rights. Thus, Regulation (EU) No 608/2013 provides for an
exception to Article 13(4) of Council Regulation (EEC) No 2913/92, according to which
communication of confidential data to the customs authorities and other bodies (e.g. security
agencies) of third countries should be allowed only in the framework of an international
agreement. This implementing Regulation should define the elements of the necessary practical
arrangements concerning the sharing by the Commission and the customs authorities of the
Member States of certain data and information available to them with the relevant authorities in
third countries as referred to in Article 22 of Regulation (EU) No 608/2013.

The Amending Directive on
Administrative Cooperation (Council Directive 2014/107/EU of 9 December 2014) has enshrined
this standard into EU law. The aim is to make sure that there is only one broadly applicable
standard for automatic exchange of information on financial accounts for tax purposes within the
European Union and in the relations of the EU with five non-EU countries concerned.

EU-Canada mutual recognition of Authorised Economic Operators (AEO)

On the basis of the Community Customs Code, Member States can grant the AEO status to an
economic operator meeting certain common criteria. The status of AEO granted by one Member
State is recognised by the other Member States. Under certain conditions AEOs can benefit from
simplifications provided for in the customs rules. The mutual recognition of AEOs between the
EU and third countries includes an in-depth comparison of their respective AEO programmes.
This analysis, conducted in this case for Canada, includes both legislative aspects and
implementation, with the aim of preparing for an eventual mutual recognition of AEOs.
Achieving mutual recognition of AEO programmes between the EU and a third country facilitates
trade and EU exports and also increases end-to-end supply chain security.
